4.The maintenance work of the walkie-talkie can only be carried out by
professional and technical personnel, please do - not disassemble or
assemble it by yourself.

6.This walkie-talkie does not have full waterproof performance, h please keep it
dry.

7.Do not expose the walkie-talkie to direct sunlight for a long time or put it near
a heating device. 8. When the walkie-talkie is transmitting, keep the
walkie-talkie - in a vertical position and speak close to the microphone. If you
wear the walkie-talkie on your body, please make sure that the antenna is at
least about 5 cm away from your body h when the walkie-talkie is transmitting.
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INTRODUCTORY GUIDE

1. Rotate the back clip 2.Push down the battery cover
to the upper right

3.insert 4 AAA batteries, close the battery
cover and press down




Turn on/off the walkie-talkie

Insert the battery, press the turn on button for 4-3 second, the walkie talkie will
beep once and the display is on,indicating normal boot.Press the turn off button
for 4-3 seconds, the walkie-talkie will beep once and turn off the screen display,
indicating that it has been shut down normally.

Power display

The battery icon on the screen displays the battery level, from full to empty. A
periodic "beep” sound or the entire screen display has dimmed, indicating that
the battery is low and the battery needs to be replaced or recharged.

Set volume

In the power-on state, short press the a button to increase the volume, and
short press the w button to decrease the volume. The volume is divided into 8-1
levels, which are marked by a vertical line icon on the display.

Set up channel

Turn on the walkie-talkie, short press the menu button once to enter the
channel setting, the channel number on the screen starts to flash; use the A/V
button to select the channel; after setting, press the PTT button to save the
setting.

Set group code/CTCSS

Turn on walkie-talkie, short press the menu button twice to enter the group

code setting, the channel numbers on the screen start to flash; use the
v/a button to select the group code; after setting, press the PTT button to

save the setting



Turn on/off flashlight
Inthe power-on state, short press the flashlight button to turn on the flashlight,
and short press the flashlight button again to turn off the flashlight.

Set call tone

Send ringtone function, send different ringtones to other walkie-talkies, short
press the Call tone button to send ringtones; there are 10-1call tones to choose
from. Turn on the walkie-talkie, short press the menu key three times to enter
the Call tone mode setting; use the A/V buttons to select; after setting, press
the PTT button to save the setting.

Voice signal transmission/reception

Before communication, set the channel and group code of the multiple
walkie-talkies to be communicated to be consistent. Long press the PTT
button, speak and send a voice signal; Release the PTT button to receive the

voice signal.

battery.
